4.1 Associateships

4.2 Fellowships Scheme

Miss C.L.M. Nethsinghe (Chairperson), Mr. N.U. Yapa, Mrs. S.R. Korale 
and Mrs. K.S. Pieris comprised a committee which formúlated a scheme for 
the award of Fellowships of the Association. This scheme will be put 
into operation in due course with suitable modifications where necessary.

4.3 Honorary Fellowships

One of the most significant steps taken by the Council recently carne 
in the form of a unanimous decisión to confer Honorary Fellowships on four 
of Sri Lanka's sénior and distinguished librarians in recognition of their 
invaluable contributions to the profession of librarianship in this country 
Accordingly Mr. H.A.l. Goonetilake, Mr. T.G. Piyadasa, Mrs. Ishawari Corea 
and Mrs. Violet de Souza will be honoured at the forthcoming AGM. The 
decisión of the Council in this connection may be recorded as an indelible 
land mark in the history of the SLLA.
4.4 Research Committee

The Council gave due consideration to the need to foster research in 
library Science and accordingly set up a Research Committee consisting of 
Mrs. S.R. Korale (Chairperson), Miss C.L.M. Nethsinghe, Mr. Upali 
Amaras iri‘, Mrsw K.S. Pieris and Mrs. L. W anas under a. Its terms of reference 
were also spelled out. The general membership is free to make suggestions 
or proposals for consideration by this committee. In order to ensure the 
viability of this decisión, the Council has also taken steps to create a 
Research Fund. Due to obvious reasons, it is too premature to report any 
significant progrese in this regard, but hopefully, it would not be long 
before tangible results are achieved.
4.5 S eminars/Workshops

This was another important aspect that received the Council's 
attention during the past year. A series of workshops/seminare designed to 
upgrade the professional knowledge of working librarians was held. Two 
workshops - one on MAACR 2" and the second on "Audio-Visual Librarianship" 
marked a deviation from the traditional pattern in that the participante 
were required to register on payment of a nominal fee. The large number 
of participante at these two workshops is a clear indicatión of their 
success. The seminar on "Public Libraries" scheduled to take place on the
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day of the AGM is another outcome of the Council's attempt to give pride 
of place to professional activities. In addition, the SLLA organized 
a public lecture jointly with the Sri Lanka Association for the Advancement 
of Science in November 1986. This lecture titled "Scientific Information 
for Sri Lanka: the Online Approach" was delivered by Dr. Rohan Samarajiwa 
of the Arthur Clerke Communicatión Centre. A further public lecture on 
"Role of Librarles in Communicatión Sciences" delivered by Prof. Tomo 
Martelance from the University of Belgrade.Yugoslavia, was organized by 
the SLLA which took place on 4th Oecember 1986.

5.6 Duty Leave for Annual Sessions
For the first time in its history, the SLLA has been listed in the 

Establishment Code as a professional body entitled to the privilege of duty 
leave for its members to attend the annual sessions, vide Public Administra- 
tion Circular No. 340 of 26th August 1986. The forthcoming annual sessions 
are being held on a working day in view of this privilege.

5. SLLA Secretariat
The SLLA secretariat functioned with the full complement of clerical 

and other staff. In place of the Accounts Clerk who was interdicted just 
prior to the last AGM, a replacement was recruited on casual basis. The 
disciplinary inquiry initiated against the interdicted person has still 
not been concluded due to reasons beyond our control. By a decisión of 
the Executive Committee, the casual Office Ai.de was made permanent with 
effect from lst March 1987.

5.1 Wellawatte Office

At the end of October 1986, we vacated the premises at No. 2, IBC 
Road, Wellawatte, where the SLLA library was housed and also where some 
classes were held for a couple of years. The library was shifted to the 
OPA building and is now located in a room where the OPA library is 
also housed. It has now become our responsibility to maintain the OPA 
library as well. More information about the library is given elsewhere in 
this report.

6. Education

Mr. N.U.Yapa, the Education Officer was assisted by Mr. P. 
Vidanapathirana as Assistant Education Officer during the period under 
review. However, Mr. J.V. Fernando attended to the Education Officer’s 
duties during the latter's absence from the country from 7th to 15th 
November 1986. As usual, the Education Committee chaired by Mr. N.U. Yapa 
functioned during the past year and met four times.
6.1 Professional Courses

Report of the Council for the year 1989/90

INTRODUCTION
Ceylon Library Association was established by a few dedicated librarians 

three decades ago (a) to promóte the establishment, extensión and improvement 
of library Services in Sri Lanka (b) to unite all those engaged in or interested 
in library work by holding conferences and meetings for the discussion of 
bibliographical questions and matters affecting librarles (c) to train librarians 
and to conduct professional examinations in librarianship and to issue certificates 
of proficiency. Sri Lanka Library Association was incorporated by íaw No. 20 
of 1974

We are proud that because of the efforts of the SLLA Librarians are being 
considered as professionals. The examinations conducted by the Association have 
been recognised as recruitment qualifications for employment in Librarles, 
Documentation Centres and Information Centres. Consequent to the representation 
made by the Association and also the Trade Unions of Librarians once again the- 
librarianswith our professional qualification have been granted higher salaries, 
but in government Service the salary a librarían can draw is below that of other 
professionals.

Our Association has been the pioneer in library education and continued its 
programme of training and education for more than twenty eight years. The Services 
in librarles have been greatly improved because of the qualified personnel produ- 
ced by our association. More than 100 librarians and Information specialists 
manning the information centres in Sri Lanka, have been successful in the Final 
Examination in Librarianship, Documentation and Information Science.

SLLA has been in the vanguard in promoting the establishment of the National 
Library in Sri Lanka. It played an important role at an International Conference 
organized by UNESCO in December 1967. Thirteen experts in Library Planning from 
Asian countries including Sri Lanka participated. One of the several resolutions 
that were adopted at the conference:that steps be taken to ensure the enactment 
of necessary legislation to establish a central authority responsib^e for the 
general development of library Services in the country. Consequently the Ceylon 
National Library Services Board Act No. 17 of 1970 was enacted. We are ,'proüd' 
that the National Library of Sri Lanka would be formally opened in April 1990 
under the able leadership of the Chairperson Mrs Ishwari Corea, who is a Honorary 
Fellow of our Association.

In 1990, the begining of the last. decade of the twentieth century and the 
fourth decade of the Sri Lanka Library Association we should re-dedicate ourselves 
to the development of the Library and the Information profession and the Asso­
ciation. We should endeavour to project our image by playing a positive role 
in the development of Sri Lanka. We should resolve to go to the User, Make 
information available to the people. We should make librarles Cultural Centres, 
Janasaviya could be achieved through Nana Saviya. We should pay special attentión 
to computeEiaing¿ our librarles and gear ourselves to new technology by year 2000.

TJe have also requested a scale with Rs,72000 as the initial salary for the 
Supra grade, so that librarians can rise to the máximum salary that other profe- 
ssionals can receve'.

Aboüt 60 duplicate. and oíd titleá were withdrawn firom the library.* These 
publications have been distributed to $iblic librarles at Kandy, Galle and Jaffna 
Centres for the use of the students following the SLLA educátionNprogrammes at these 
centres.
