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I have pleasure in presenting to the general membership, a summary of 
activities of the Council during the past year. This year too the SLLA 
Council decided to adopt the format of the prevtous year, which instead 
of reporting routing and administrative matters, highlighted only the 
achievements and failures, which should be brought to the notice of the 
general membership.

The projects and programmes initiated in 2002/2003 were continued 
during the period under review. I am proud to announce that the 
members of the Council and the Executive Committee not only blessed 
and supported SLLA activities but also actively participated in SLLA 
activities. It was a pleasure and satisfaction to work with team spirit.

SLLA activities during 2003/04 were aimed at enhancing the resources 
and facilities at the Head Office. Improved facilities enabled SLLA to 
provide more effective Services to the library students and to the 
members. As elaborated in this report SLLA emphasized on three major 
projects during the period 2003/2004.

Gaining the recognition and attention of an International organization 
like UNESCO, in the field of library automation, could be marked as a 
great achievement of the Association. UNESCO selected, from among 
International and national ICT organizations, SLLA to entrust automation 
of the re-habilitated Jaffna Public Library. The association accomplished 
this task not only within a short period of time but also at a very low 
cost.

Seeking the assistance of SLLA by a foreign government for human 
resource development is another achievement recorded in 2003/2004. 
Ministry of Education of the Republic of Maldives, after evaluating the 
training courses conducted by SLLA, invited SLLA to train their school 
librarians. The course, which was offered as a distance education 
programme, was successfully completed during the period under review. 
This was the most expensive project undertaken by the Association in its 
history.

The Council recognized the need of enhancing the ICT facilities at the 
Head Office particularly to improve the ICT knowledge and hands-on 
experience of the SLLA students. It was realized that confining students*
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knowledge only to theoretical aspects would not produce professionals 
who are required by the new information society.
SLLA spent more than one million rupees to build the enhanced 
Computer laboratory at the head office. SLLA students get ICT facilities 
far above the facilities provided by any other organizaron engaged in 
library educa t ion.

In the field of library education a new course was introduced. This is the 
island-wide distance education programme, which allowed rural and 
remóte library personnel to improve their professional knowledge.

World Conference on Information Society (WSIS) was the major 
intemational event that took place in 2003. On behalf of the library and 
information profession, IFLA had an extensive and elabórate campaign to 
emphasize the importance of libraries and library professionals in the 
information society, the fact which had been overlooked by the 
conference organizers. To support IFLA at the national level, SLLA in 
collaboration with the Sri Lanka National Library and Documentaron 
Services Board, launched a programme to bring this disparíty to the 
notice of the government delegation to WSIS.

Enactment of the amended Act of SLLA is a significant achievement. 
Although the new Act carne into effect during the period under review, 
credit of formulation of the SLLA act should be attributed to the past 
Councils. The new Act has given the library professionals higher legal 
and social recognition.

I thank the members of the Council, Executive Committee and the 
Standing Committees for the encouragement, advice and active support 
given during 2003/2004. Blessings and support of the general 
membership is also highly appreciated.

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INTRODUCTION

The rapid advances in computing and networking technologies have changed the 
library profession dramatically in recent years. Powerful new tools and 
techniques, extensive Online access, and a rapid rate of change all make the 
information profession an exciting and challenging arena in which to work. These 
changes can be considered as evolutionary and not revolutionary. But has the 
proliferation of technology changed the library in other, less obvious, ways?

According to Kenneth Dowlin Public Librarles have been information retailers 
deliveríng information to their ultímate consumers. He also points out that 
libraries can be "wholesalers” as well, to fumish information to other agencies 
to pass on to their own users. This will give an opportunity for the librarles to 
extend its Services to new audience.

Furthermore even the so-called digital or virtual librarles will gain little ground 
if they continué to provide access only to information packaged by other 
providers which individuáis can directly access by themselves through the online 
Services. Libraries must exploit the same online technology that threatens them 
by providing direct access to virtual collections. Therefore the revolutionary 
change should be greater than simply building up digital/electronic versión of 
the same resources in the current collections. The issue should be how the 
librarians could deliver access to otherwise inaccessible information products. 
This will refashion the relationship between commercial publishing industry and 
libraries.

The time has come for Sri Lankan librarians to go through the process of 
evolution making use of all revolutions. The Sri Lanka Library Association should 
be strengthened to bind all the librarians together, so that they could face up to 
the challenges within the evolutionary path.

This annual report covers. the period after the 43rd Annual General Meeting held 
on 27^ June 2003 and ineludes the year ending June 2004. It ineludes the 
activities during the period under review.

Mr. Yapa addressed the gathering 
outlining the SLLA - its aims, objectives, programmes and successes and 
the DEPLIS programme. The entire proceedings were telecast that evening 
in Male*.

The group also 
discussed how the existing six modules on "ICT For library and Information 
Professionals Training Packages (ICTLIP)” could be evaluated and how these 
modules could be used to develop distance-learning modules. Six experts 
from Philippines, Australia, Japan, United Kingdom, Sri Lanka, Estonia 
attended the meeting. Ms. Deepali Tatagala, Secretary, SLLA chaired the 
meeting while Mr. N.U. Yapa attended the meeting as an observer. The ICT 
For library and Information Professionals Training Packages (ICTLIP) for 
developing countries in Asia & Pacific aróse from the early Identification of 
ICT training needs in the región. These are now available in printed form, on 
CD-ROM and on the World Wide Web 
(ftp://ftp.unesco.org/pub/w inisis/w indows/trainiog/).

06.04 . World summit on Information Society (WSIS)
World Summit on Information Society (WSIS) was a International event that 
took place in 2003. On behalf of the library profession, IFLA had an extensive 
and elabórate campaign to emphasis the importance of libraries and library 
professionals in the information society, the fact that had been overlooked 
by the conference organizers. To support IFLA at the national level, SLLA in 
collaboration with the Sri Lanka National Library and Documentation Centre,
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appointed a task group comprising of Mr Upali Amarasiri, Prof. Russell 
Bowden, Ms Premila Gamage and Mr Upali Yapa to launch a programme to 
bring this disparity to the notice of the government delegation to WSIS.

0 6 .0 5 . Online Chat programme
With the view of demonstrating online chatting Service to library 
professionals, a programme was organized a t the SLLA Computer lab relating 
to rICT training*. This was a session conducted through a pilot project of 
Indira Gandhi National Open University, New Delhi, to deliver online and CD- 
based training programme on WINISIS. Ms. Deepali Talagala was one of the 
resource persons selected by IGNOU.

06.06  Jaffna Public Library Automation Project 
The UNESCO, New Delhi office offered the SLLA the task of automating the 
newly built public library of Jaffna. Four resource persons visited Jaffna 
Public Library and installed the software and trained the library personnel. 
The Jaffna Public Library staff visited Colombo and they were further trained 
in Colombo. The project was successfully completed in July and the 
catalogue of the JPL is available online at w w w .nsf.ac.lk/slla/.

The UNESCO, New Delhi JPL development project personnel are in continuous 
communication with the SLLA in seeking advice on this project.

SLLA website hosted at the NSF (h ttp ://w w w .nsf.ac.lk /s lla /profile .h tm ) was 
continuously updated including workshop presentations, Newsletter and 
content page of the Journal and examination results. The Online Public 
Access Catalogue of the Jaffna Public Library also could be searched through 
this page.

08. FINANCIAL REPORT-2 0 0 3 /2 0 0 4
The Sri Lanka Library Association recorded an income of Rs 3.9 Million for the 
year ended 31 st March 2004 compared with Rs 0.9 M for previous year, which 
was 3 times more than the last year.

The major contributing factor for this increase was the income derived from 
DEPLIS which was around 2 Million Sri Lankan Rupees for the year under review.

The income from workshops and seminare was also another contributing factor 
for the increase in profit which was Rs 444,445/= for the current year compared 
with Rs 81,112/= for last year. This ineludes an income of Rs 366,732/= from an 
in house seminar on "Information Access on a Digital Environment” organized by 
SLLA in Sri Lanka which was funded by UNESCO and Japanese Funds in Trust.

Computerization of the Public Library Jaffna Project funded by UNESCO also 
enhanced the profit by Rs 43,778/=.
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There has also been a substantial increase in the course fees from RS 2.6 to  Rs
3.5 Millions. The increase in the 1 st year course was Rs 246,000/= and the 
increase in intermedíate course was Rs 352,200/=.

The administraron cost was also kept a t almost the same level with a minimal 
increase of 4%. Rs.1 Million was invested in Fixed Deposits duríng the year under 
review.

There had been additions to the fixed assets for Rs 129,459/= duríng the year. A 
digital duplicator and 2 computers amounting to Rs 451,500/= has been 
purchased after the financial year of 31rt March 2004.

The Auditors report for the 2003/2004 is given in Annex 05.

The Library Assistant Ms. Pradeepika de Silva was absorbed into the permanent 
staff as the Library Assistant/ Office Assistant. A new Office Assistant was 
recruited on contract basis. The SLLA staff was paid an incentive equivalent to  
their basic salary in appreciation of their commitment dedication to SLLA 
activities. The Council also revised the salary scales of the permanent staff in 
accordance with the Government salary increase in January 2004.
