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With modern concepts some of the old values are still important in
21t century Librarianship

Librarianship and its philosophy and practice have changed remarkably and sometimes stunningly in the last
two decades. This is due mostly to advances in information and communication technology (ITC). Computers, with all
the many advances and extra abilities, actually almost infinite scope, invaded commercial establishments, then homes
and libraries. The former policies of libraries of selection, collection, organization, dissemination and information
searching on request, changed drastically. Users made their own searches on Internet and accessed websites and
information and document repositories. Thus the roles of libraries and librarians changed drastically. To keep vibrant
and useful, libraries changed to the open library concept designed to meet citizens’ needs in a flexible way. It was a
case of actually giving the library space back to users, even to socialize, with coffee and refreshment stations
provided. This new library encompassed less collections and more access to ICT and free space for users to gather
together. Consequently the librarians’ TORs changed from organizer/giver to facilitator.

Two USA library development experts - Helene Bowers and Nancy Davenport - presented the following facts
at a workshop held in Latvia for young librarians from Eastern Europe in 2012. I found them most relevant from what
I researched on modern library trends.

e "Modern library services should promote knowledge creation rather than knowledge consumption. Unlike
the library services of the past that focused on a one-sided provision of information and resources, the modern
library creates a space where patrons engage with information—process it, reflect on it, have conversations
about it, and develop new ideas, and opportunities as a result of it.

e Though libraries do play a valuable role in bringing the world to the community, they should focus even more
on bringing the community to itself. Modern libraries are community centers—they should reflect the needs,
personality, and nuance of the community(ies) they service, and serve as a glue to bring disparate members of
the community together.

e Best practices in monitoring and evaluation tell us to focus on impact rather than outcomes. Similarly, the
modern library should not assess its value based on the quantity of services provided or number of users - but
rather on the true, long-term, substantive impact on the lives and livelihoods of community members.

Helene Bowers noted that the most impactful changes in modern libraries are more philosophical than
technical. Computers and internet access are incredibly important, but their real impact is felt in conjunction with
targeted services that promote creativity, opportunity, and community-building. This potential can only be realized
through the work of librarians.”

This is where I come in as an old librarian who even way back then (four decades ago), laid stress on the
personality and customer care exhibited by the librarian. Harrison Perera and I, as teachers of the SLLA
Diploma Course at its three levels, even role-played library situations to classes to emphasize that, as important,
or even more than maintaining a well organized collection and lending freely etc, was the personality of the
librarian. Was s/he polite, ever ready and willing to assist clients; did s/he inspire users of the library with
confidence that here is a person who knows her job and was committed to giving of her best? These qualities hold
good even if the library is now more or less a comfortable sitting area with computers and such like. To continue
to be needed and effective, customer care and giving the impression the librarian is a 215 century information
scientist knowing how best to utilize ICT is of paramount importance. S/he must recognize her/his role has
changed and s/he must change. - Nanda P Wanasundera -

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Jayathunga Amaraweera ; The Librarian who never became old with thoughts

Mr. Jayathunga Amaraweera who served in the library profession for over 37 years passed away on 27
October 2015. He was a rare person who grasped the new developments in technology and adapted the
changes rapidly to serve his clients. Therefore, he was very popular among his clients and colleagues. At a
time when readers are moving away from libraries to computers to find information, he played the role of a
cybrarian very effectively. During the last several months there wasn’t a single day without his mails in our e-
mail inbox on various matters related to IT and Library & Information Science.

Mr. Amaraweera was born on 15 July 1944 at Pannipitiya in the Colombo District. He had his

education in Terrance de Silva Junior School, Kolonnawa; Thurstan College, Colombo; and University of Sri
Jayawardenapura, then known as Vidyodaya University. Mr. Amaraweera obtained his Honours Degree in
g Science in 1966.
After graduation he served as a teacher at Mirigama Maha Vidyalaya from 1967 to 1970. He met his lifetime partner - Miss
Korala Gamage Nandawathie Samanlatha - at Mirigama and they got married in 1969. The efforts of the Amaraweera couple to
provide higher education to their children were fruitful, since they are employed in high positions and engaged in elevated social
missions.

After serving a further two years as a teacher at Ananda Sastralaya, Kotte, Mr. Amaraweera joined the Sri Lanka Rubber
Research Institute (RRI) as Librarian & Publications Officer in 1972. His dedicated service to the RRI and research libraries in Sri
Lanka is unique. He was an active member of the Agrinet Library Network in Sri Lanka. I had the opportunity to meet him at Agrinet
meetings and built up a good friendship with Mr. Amaraweera, since I worked at the Coconut Research Institute Library. Although
both of us changed our working places we continued to be in the library profession. Therefore our friendship continued until his
sudden demise.

Mr. Amaraweera obtained his Masters Degree in Library and Information Science from the University of Kelaniya. He
published the outcome of his research in many local and foreign journals and they were well recognized throughout the world. After
leaving RRI in 1978, Mr. Amaraweera served as Chief Librarian of the Ceylon Petroleum Corporation for a period of one year. He
joined the University of Sri Jayawardenapura as a Senior Assistant Librarian in 1979. He was appointed the first Librarian of the
Buddhist and Pali University in 1998. He served there until his retirement in 2009. After establishing the Buddhist and Pali University
Library, Mr. Amaraweera successfully completed the automation of this library.

He served on the panel of lecturers in the University of Kelaniya, Sri Lanka Library Association, National Institute of Library
and Information Science at the University of Colombo and National Institute of Education. He made an excellent contribution through
his knowledge and experience to students of library and information science in these institutions. Mr. Amaraweera was an active
member of the Sri Lanka Library Association and the University Librarians’ Association for several decades. He held key positions in
these associations and contributed immensely to the library profession.

Mr. Amaraweera’s dedicated service to improve librarianship in Sri Lanka with the assistance of Dr M P Satija, reputed
library science expert and UGC Emeritus fellow, Dept of Library & Information Science, Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar, India,
is commendable. His dedicated service to the library field developing international co-ordination with India, Maldives and Western
countries must be highly appreciated. His outstanding qualities of leadership are admired by his colleagues and students. Although
Amaraweera left us suddenly from a suspected stroke, he will remain in the hearts of all his friends and relations because of his great
humane qualities. A large number of relatives, colleagues and friends gathered for his funeral. Condolence notices in Facebook and
e-mails received are evidence of his popularity and the gratitude of colleagues, patrons of libraries he worked in, students and
friends of this great information scientist.
